The federal solar investment tax credit (ITC) is the biggest factor reducing the cost of going solar in Georgia.

If you install a residential solar panel system by the end of 2032,you receive a federal income tax credit equal

to 30%of the system's total cost. That includes equipment,labor and permits.
