What is Sunergise Tongatapu solar farm?

The Sunergise Tongatapu Solar Farm is the largest in the South Pacific. It was built as part of a power

purchase agreement between Sunergise New Zealand Limited,a Todd Corporation solar company and Tonga

Power Limited,with support from the Asian Development Bank.

Where is Tongatapu solar farm located?

Prime Minister of Tonga today announced the official launch of the 6-MW power purchase agreement (PPA)

based Tongatapu Solar Farm located at Fualu,Tongatapu,which has supplied electricity to over 10,336

households since August this year.

Comprising three interconnected 2.3MWp ground mounted solar arrays in western Tongatapu, the

construction phase successfully met the extreme challenges presented by the 2022 Hunga Tonga-Hunga

Ha''apai ...

The system includes a 350kW solar plant and a 1003kW/1856kWh battery energy storage system, which will

enable TPL to integrate renewable energy into its electricity grid and provide reliable power to customers. Her
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Excellency Rachael Moore, the Australian High Commissioner to the Kingdom of Tonga, was present as the

guest of honour at the event.

The system was required to

supplement the existing diesel grid. The aim was to generate up to 70% of the island''s maximum demand and
